We promote peace with justice in global affairs.  We strive to foster 
cooperation and openness in our community, and aspire for our Fellowship 
to be a model of our vision for the world community.  Thus, we affirm and 

promote the ideals stated in the Principles of 
the Unitarian Universalist Association. 

We commit ourselves to provide spiritual, emotional, and material support 
for these endeavors.
